CA-6-98 For the purpose of amending the Charter of the City of Annapolis to
rename the Department of Parking and Transportation to the
Department of Transportation; to reassign the duties and
responsibilities of certain policies, procedures, rules and regulations
related to the parking of motor vehicles.

O-39-98 For the purpose of allowing bed and breakfast as a permitted use
subject to standards in the residential conservation overlay district;
amending the definition of a bed and breakfast home; and all matters
relating to said bed and breakfast uses.

Alderman Hammond moved to amend O-39-98 as follows:

On Page 4, strike lines 14 and 15 in their entirety and substitute the following:

A. A bed and breakfast in a structure constructed or erected after
_________ (date of adoption) on a vacant lot of record except where such use is
established after the fifth anniversary of the structures’ original occupancy permit in
which case Section 21.69.045 of this title shall apply.

Seconded. CARRIED on voice vote.

O-40-98 For the purpose of exempting certain nonprofit, community and/or
neighborhood functions from certain fees under certain conditions; and
all matters relating to said exemption.

There being no voiced objection, O-40-98 was referred to the Ad Hoc Advisory
Committee on Events. 

O-42-98 For the purpose of amending the configuration of the Annapolis harbor
line outboard of Annapolis Landing Marina, 980 Awald Road, on Back
Creek; and all matters relating to said harbor line.

Alderman Fox moved to withdraw O-42-98 on second reading. Seconded. CARRIED
on voice vote.
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O-45-98 For the purpose of precluding unnecessary property tax increases by
reducing subsidized use of city facilities and requiring instead, in most
cases, that the user of such facilities pay fair, consistent, and equitable
charges for the use of city facilities; to increase uniformity in the
duration of city lease agreements by requiring that the term of certain
leases coincide with the City fiscal year; and all matters relating to said
facility use and leases.

Alderman McMillan moved to withdraw O-45-98 on second reading.  Seconded.
CARRIED on voice vote.

O-50-98 For the purpose of amending the configuration of the Annapolis harbor
line on Back Creek outboard of property owned by Port Annapolis
Marina, Inc., located at 7074 Bembe Beach Road, and outboard of City
property adjacent thereto (the location of the City’s Back Creek Nature
Park); and all matters relating to said harbor line.

Alderman Fox moved to adopt O-50-98 on second  reading. Seconded.

The Environmental Matters Committee reported favorably on O-50-98.

transferring certain duties and responsibilities to the Police
Department; and all matters relating to said Departments. 

Alderman Hammond moved to adopt O-52-98 on second  reading. Seconded.
